The readings of the C Cycle for the Season of Easter focus primarily on the witness 
theme as the mission of Jesus is gradually handed over to his apostles and disciples, 
and to all disciples of Jesus today. 
 
Second Sunday of Easter 
   
The themes of Easter Sunday (awe, wonder, faith) are reflected again today.  All three 
readings reflect a sense of wonder and awe at what is happening.  We see a 
development in the apostles from unbelieving to believing: in the gospel, the day of the 
resurrection still sees them fearful and unbelieving; in the second reading, we have 
John’s reflection on the Risen Christ; and in the first reading, the apostles are providing 
a strong witness to the resurrection by the signs and wonders they are performing.   We 
are advised not to be afraid in the face of the very powerful stuff that is happening, even 
though we do not understand it.  The theological virtues are also reflected in the 
readings: in the first reading, we are given a reason for faith; in the second reading, a 
reason to hope; and in the gospel reading, a reason for charity: Thomas was loved in 
spite of his unbelief.
