The readings for Easter Sunday invite us to believe, even though we do not understand.  
In the gospel, Mary of Magdala, Simon Peter and the other disciple rush to the tomb, 
and, seeing that the body of Jesus is not there, they do not understand.  In the first 
reading, Peter summarizes the heart of the good news, and speaks as a witness of his 
experience of the risen Christ.  The readings invite us to look beyond what we see, to 
“seek what is above, not what is on earth” as Paul writes to the Colossians in the second 
reading.  Our faith joins us to Christ, and makes life possible for us, even though we die.
