The Season of Lent in the C cycle of readings invites us on a journey from where we are 
now in our lives to where we would like to be – to where God calls us to be.  The journey 
involves having a clear vision of our goal –  of where it is we are called to go; it involves 
making sure our priorities are straight; it involves repentance for past errors – correcting 
wrong turns; and it involves an openness to something entirely new, something we may 
never have thought of before.  
 
First Sunday of Lent:  Priorities  
 
Each year, the Season of Lent begins and ends with Jesus being tempted by the devil.  
The gospel for the first Sunday of Lent is one of the stories of Jesus being tempted in the 
desert.  This year we have Luke’s story.  On Good Friday, Jesus undergoes the Agony 
in the Garden, where he is again tempted to give up on the role God called him to do: “If 
it is possible, let this cup pass me by.”  The readings today assure us that God is with us 
on the journey through Lent; it is God who gives us faith – a faith directed by the Spirit.  
We are challenged to keep our priorities in the right order: in the first reading, the Lord 
comes first and is presented with “the first fruits of the products of the soil.”  The reading 
very briefly reviews salvation history, and the Israelites recognize the priority of the Lord 
God by giving him the first fruits.  In the second reading, Paul reminds the Romans that 
belief is the priority: belief or faith makes salvation possible for us.  “No one who believes 
will be put to shame.”  And in the gospel, Jesus clearly has his priorities straight, as he 
rejects three very attractive temptations placed before him by the devil.  Lent is a time for 
us to look at our priorities, and orient or re-orient ourselves to the things of God.  
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The season of Lent begins on Ash Wednesday, February 17th.  Lenten regulations are 
as follows: 
 

1. Catholics who have celebrated their 14th birthday are to abstain from meat on 
Ash Wednesday, all Fridays in Lent and Good Friday. 

2. In addition to abstaining from meat, Catholics who have celebrated their 18th 
birthday, until they celebrate their 59th birthday, are to fast on Ash Wednesday 
and Good Friday.  Those who are bound to this regulation may eat only one full 
meal.  Two smaller meals are permitted if necessary to maintain strength 
according to one’s needs, but eating solid foods between meals is not permitted.

The following article was printed in this week’s newsletter of the National Conference for 
Catechetical Leadership: 

Haiti – First Person Account – I am Humbled By These People  

 Fr. Tom Hagan, 68, a member of the Oblates of St. Francis de Sales, is founder of a 
nonprofit organization, "Hands Together" (http://www.handstogether.org) which 
began its work in 1985 when Hagan, then a chaplain at colleges in southeastern 
Pennsylvania, started taking students on visits to Haiti. Out of those visits grew a network 
of supporters and a respected relief organization. Hagan moved to Port-au-Prince in 1997 
where he oversaw a program he had begun in Cité Soleil, that city's largest and most 
desperate slum. The program is widely recognized as one of the most effective 
educational and health organizations in that area. 

 Tom Roberts, NCR's editor at large, contacted Hagan by e-mail and asked him about his 
experience during the quake and his assessment of the future of Haiti and the church in 
that country. His response arrived by e-mail Jan. 24. With minor editing, the e-mail can 
be found at I am humled by these people (http://ncronline.org/news/global/i-am-
humbled-these-people). Here is the part that really touched my heart and made me proud 
to be Catholic. 

 “It is during a time like this that I find myself very proud of my church. Everywhere you 
go, you will see the church reaching out now and helping the people. The Missionaries of 
Charity (Mother Teresa's nuns) are just amazing. The people here have a great faith. 
When I go to Cité Soleil now, as I do every day, I see few tears. The people have an 
amazing resiliency. Maybe it is because they have few material possessions and 
apparently their happiness does not depend upon possessions. The sight of a sunset means 
more to them that their possessions. What makes me most proud of my church is that the 
message we give the people is that they have enormous worth in the eyes of God and that 
they are infinitely loved and that this terrible disaster is in no way a punishment from 
God. 

“I recently said this in a sermon and the people all stood up and began clapping and 
cheering. I had to ask the altar server why they were clapping (I thought that I had said 
some thing wrong because my Creole is not good) and he said, "Father, no one ever tells 
them that they have worth." 



The Catholic Church will survive, and I am sure of it. 

 Haiti Earthquake Toll on Catholic Congregations Serving the People of God 

 While I agree with Tom Hagan that the church will survive, the earthquake took a massive toll 
on the congregations who have served these people. Here are the latest statistics from Fides, the 
news agency of the Pontifical Mission Societies, who publicized the most recent report sent by 
the Haitian Conference of Religious. The details are still incomplete regarding the status of the 
various missionary groups.�According to 2004 statistics, the Archdiocese of Port-au-Prince had 
some 2.5 million Catholics, which is 74% of the total population. Haiti's capital was served at that 
time by 277 priests, 387 men religious and 1,200 women religious.  

·  The Daughters of Mary lost 13 nuns, including the provincial superior, and three employees. 
Its houses and schools were ruined. 

·  The Daughters of Mary Immaculate Queen marked a similar destruction of their buildings, 
and reported the deaths of two sisters and eight girls. 

·  Two religious of the Christian Brothers were killed, and three of their schools wrecked along 
with their provincial house. 

·  The Montfort Missionaries counted 11 victims, and stated that a house, school, and churches 
were demolished.  

·  Six sisters from that spiritual family, of the Congregation of Daughters of Wisdom, also 
passed away. One employee also died, and the congregation lost their houses and school. 

·  Four Little Sisters of St. Teresa died in the quake, along with seven teachers and 60 students. 
Five of their houses and two schools were destroyed.  

·  Two of the Little Brothers of St. Teresa were killed, and five houses ruined. 

·  The Salesians reported three victims, and a demolished house and school.  

·  The Holy Cross Fathers noted one death and a devastated house. 

·  The Congregation of the Holy Spirit, also known as the Spiritan Fathers, lost one member and 
their house and school. 

·  The Sisters of St. Anne lost one nun, and their house and school were destroyed. 



·  Sister Brigitte Pierre of the Daughters of Charity of St. Vincent de Paul died in the quake, and 
the congregation's house was severely damaged. 

Other communities with destroyed houses include: the Clerics of Saint Viator; the Franciscan 
Friars Minor; the Missionaries of the Sacred Heart; the Missionary Oblates of Mary Immaculate; 
the Sisters of Charity of St. Louis; the Dominican Sisters of Charity of the Presentation of the 
Blessed Virgin; the Religious Sisters of Jesus and Mary; the Society of the Sacred Heart; the 
Marianists; the Scheut Missionaries; and the Missionaries of the Immaculate Heart of Mary.  

Those that also lost schools are: the Salesian Sisters of Don Bosco; the Brothers of the Sacred 
Heart; the Sisters of St. Francis of Assisi; the Sisters of St. Joseph of Cluny; the Missionaries of 
the Immaculate Conception; and the Sisters of Charity of St. Hyacinthe. 
 
The Sisters of Christ Marie Alphonse lost an orphanage as well as their school. 

 To all of these communities and the men and women who are left behind, we extend our prayers 
and sympathy. Eternal rest grant unto them O Lord and let perpetual shine upon them.
