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We hear the same readings each year, as we celebrate the same events.  Our hearing 
of the Word, and our celebrating of the Eucharist during the intervening 52 weeks ideally 
deepens our appreciation of the great gift of Christ’s coming and presence in our lives.  
Ideally, these events mean more to us today than they did a year ago. 
 
This year, the reflection on the Christmas scripture readings of the C Cycle drew our 
attention to the unfolding revelation of the great Christ-event.  The meaning of Christmas 
is gradually revealed at the season progresses.

The first reading is an Advent reading (Second Sunday, B Cycle).  The reality of 
salvation begins to take shape.  It brings comfort (first reading); it is achieve through 
baptism (second reading); and it is accomplished by Jesus, the servant (gospel reading).  
All is mercy and grace; nothing is earned (second reading).  The heavens are opened, 
and God is pleased (gospel).
