Stewardship: A Way of Life
Eleventh Sunday in Ordinary Time

In today’s gospel Luke tells us about a Pharisee who invites Jesus to his
house for a meal. An unnamed woman comes in, washes Jesus’ feet with
her tears, dries them with her unbound hair, and anoints him with oil.
Because only prostitutes went about with unbound hair, she is condemned
by Jesus’ Pharisee friend as being a sinner. Sinfulness was thought to
cause illness. No one knows her actual condition, but Jesus is aware that
she knows her own brokenness and has complete faith in God to make
her whole. Like Jesus, reach out to those who are ill, lonely or addicted,
and pray that God will give them the healing they need.
