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The Season of Lent in the C cycle of readings invites us on a journey from where we are 
now in our lives to where we would like to be – to where God calls us to be.  The journey 
involves having a clear vision of our goal – of where it is we are called to go.  The 
journey comes to a culmination during Holy Week, as we accompany Jesus into 
Jerusalem, where he will suffer and die.  The readings give us a clear vision of the end 
of the journey. 
 
Palm Sunday 
 
Holy Week opens with the great paradox of our redemption: through death we receive 
life.  The readings emphasize the contrast.  In the first reading (Isaiah), the contrast is 
between the shame inflicted on the suffering servant and the resolution of no disgrace 
and no shame because of the help of the Lord God.  In the second reading (Philippians), 
Paul describes the original equality of Jesus with God, and the inequality as he emptied 
himself of all things divine when he came in human likeness.  The gospel at the 
Procession with Palms (Luke) contrasts the triumphal entry of Jesus into Jerusalem with 
the ignominious passion and death of Jesus narrated in the gospel of the mass.  
Through it all, the emphasis is on loyalty and obedience of the Son to the Father.   
 
Holy Thursday  
 
The Evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper commemorates the way in which Jesus 
continues to be present in our midst.  Each reading contains a command (implicit or 
explicit) to continue the action of the event.  The first reading is the story of the Exodus, 
where God saved his people from the destructive blow of the Angel of Death.  The 
Israelites are commanded: “This day shall be a memorial feast for you, which all your 
generations shall celebrate as a perpetual institution.”  In the second reading, Paul 
describes the Last Supper to the Corinthians, and quotes Jesus as telling his apostles: 
“Do this in memory of me,” and again after the cup, “do this, as often as you drink it, in 
remembrance of me.”   The gospel is the story of the washing of the feet, which 
concludes with the command of Jesus to his disciples: “I have given you a model to 
follow, so that as I have done for you, you should also do.”  Scriptural events always 
have a much deeper meaning than the literal events.  They impact our lives, and by our 
actions, we enter into the events ourselves.  Here, service is the model by which we 
accomplish the same Passover. 
 



Good Friday 
   
In Jesus, we have the full joining of the divine with the human.  In Jesus, God is truly and 
fully with us: in suffering, in sin, in everything; he is tested in every way that we are.  
YET, he didn’t sin; he ALONE was fully obedient to the Father.  Because of that, he was 
able to affect our salvation. 
 
Holy Saturday 
 
The readings for the Easter Vigil walk us through the history of salvation beginning with 
creation.  They relate stories of the saving of different key characters in this history.  The 
great lesson and the great miracle is that God makes life possible for us, even when we 
continue to rebel and reject him.  Salvation history says that we can choose for or 
against God, but God is always there for us, accomplishing what he intends regardless 
of what we do. God’s word is always true, and accomplishes its purpose.  The Epistle 
brings us into the great event of salvation: we enter into the death and resurrection of 
Jesus by being baptized.  
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Together we will join in the special feast of Holy Week: 

�  Holy Thursday when Jesus gave us the gift of the Eucharistic and the gift of the 
Priesthood.  Together we come to the Table of the Lord at 7:00 p.m. 

�  Good Friday, The Celebration of the Lord’s Passion.  He so loved the world that 
He died for us.  Service at 1:00 p.m. 

�  Vigil of Easter.  We celebrate the Lord’s Resurrection at 7:30 p.m. and the 
Baptism, First Eucharist and Confirmation of our RCIA Catechumen and 
Candidates and renewal of Faith. 

�  Easter Sunday.  The continuation 
of the Easter Celebration at 7:30 
a.m., 9:00 a.m. and 10:30 a.m. 
Mass.  

�  Sunday, April 10/11 will be the 
continuation of the Easter Joy on 
this weekend of the Family 
Blessing. 

�
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FOOD BLESSING:  We have inherited many meaningful customs, which make our 
liturgical worship inspiring, spiritually rich and close to the heart of our people.  Among 
these venerable customs, we count the custom of blessing food at Easter. 
 
In earlier times, meat and dairy products were excluded from the daily diet during the 
entire season of the Great Fast.  As the end of the strict fast approached, the people 
showed their joy and gratitude by taking their food to church to be blessed and eaten 
after the Easter Liturgy. 
 
As we celebrate the Passover, a feast of new life, we bless the food that sustains our 
physical life.  On Saturday, April 3, 2010 at 12:00 PM, Fr. Timmerman will bless baskets 
of food in the Chapel of St. William Parish, 456 N. Arch Street, Janesville, WI  53546.
