The readings of the C Cycle for the Season of Easter focus primarily on the witness 
theme as the mission of Jesus is gradually handed over to his apostles and disciples, 
and to all disciples of Jesus today. 
 
Pentecost 
 
Unity in the Spirit is the predominant theme of today’s celebration.  Even though we 
have different gifts, we are one in the Spirit.  We can be driven apart by the divisions in 
the world, but the Spirit can pull us together, give us the power that we need, and keep 
us moving in the right direction.  We see the transformation possible especially in today’s 
gospel, which starts with fear (fear of sin, fear of death), moves to a recognition of Jesus 
through his suffering (wounds), and then to having the breath of life breathed into them.  
This gives them peace and the power to do what they have been called to do.  The 
whole season is summarized in today’s gospel.
